M-Net's Big Brother Africa is back by popular demand and entry for the second season is now open.

Originally aired in 2003, Africa's version of the reality TV show captured the attention of viewers in over 40 countries, and
the request for more will soon be just that - Big Brother Africa 2.

M-Net's operations director for sub-Saharan Africa, Joseph Hundah, says, "This show defined the term 'popular demand'
for us.

Anyone over the age of 21, who is a citizen of one of the participating countries and is in possession of a valid passport, is
eligible for entry.

Participating countries: Angola, Botswana, Ghana, Malawi, Namibia, Nigeria, Kenya, South Africa, Uganda, Tanzania,
Zambia and Zimbabwe.

The selection team is looking for people who are vocal, fluent in English, creative and fun-loving. Entrants should be tolerant
of a variety views and lifestyle choices, apart from their own, and should be socially flexible and able to live in close
proximity with others.
